 One other very important item 
on the agenda for the Day of Sharing is 
the election of new officers for the next 
2-year term.

Directions for mailing the 
Absentee Ballot are written on the ballot 
form. 
 Second, if you wish to have the

Ballot. The Proxy allows you the 
freedom to give your vote to a trusted 
individual, who you know will  vote the 
way YOU would vote. Should there be a 
change in the slate of candidates on 
election day, the person who brings your 
proxy to the meeting can cast a vote for 
you on the spot. 
 Remember, these options are 
only available to those members who can 
not come to the actual Day of Sharing. 

Do not fill out a registration form if 

you use the Absentee Ballot or the 

Proxy.
